Cllr Samson proposed, seconded by Clir
Pincombe that Clir Harrison be elected to Chair the Local Plan Working
Group. Clir Harrison confirmed that he was prepared to accept this
role.

To approve the expenditure of up to £10,000 on professional fees and
promotional material in connection with the preparation of a response
to CEC regarding the Local Plan.

There was general agreement that
professional fees included both legal and planning charges. Clir Tolver
proposed, seconded by Cllr Harrison that this expenditure of up to
£10,000 on this item be approved.

Resolved: unanimously.

To approve the expenditure of up to £250 on a floral display in Meriton
Road Park, to enhance the installation of the memorial bench.

Cllr Pincombe proposed, seconded by Cllr Harrison that the expenditure
of up to £250 on this item be approved.
Resolved: unanimously.

To approve the expenditure of up to £600 on a fire resistant storage
unit for the parish office.

Cllr Samson proposed that the expenditure of
up to £600 on a fire resistant storage unit be approved.
