Mr Sawyer also commented about the traffic
congestion at the junction of Earl Road and Stanley Green Road. It was
also noted that there was no bus service in this area. Cllr Thompson
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informed the meeting that there was the intention from Next to
upgrade two public footpaths, located close to the store. Clir Pincombe
qgueried how any s106 monies would be spent.

To consider a response to planning application reference 12/4629M
13 Bulkeley Road, Handforth.

It was unanimously agreed to oppose this application, on the grounds
that three new houses would constitute over development of the site,
RO3RD.

To consider a response to planning application reference 12/4611M
12 Station Road, Handforth.

It was unanimously agreed to oppose this application, on the
grounds that the new development would reduce the privacy of
adjoining properties, RO7RD.

To consider a response to planning application reference 12/4652M
Land off Earl Road, Handforth. A proposed store for NEXT.

It was unanimously agreed to support this development, and that the
clerk was to write to CEC to this effect. The letter was also to contain a
list of the conditions that HPC would like Next to satisfy.

To consider a response to Jones Homes proposals to apply for planning
permission for a residential development on land south of Coppice
Road, Handforth.

Councillors agreed unanimously that they could not support the
proposed development on this site, and the clerk was to communicate

this message to Jones Homes.
