Cllr Pincombe proposed that this
application be supported, and that the Clerk when writing to CEC should make
reference to the need to protect the trees at the back of the site whilst construction
work is in progress and that the contractor should pay particular attention to site
security.

Resolved: unanimously.

To consider a response to planning application 13/2852M, land adjacent to 17/19
Viewlands Drive, Handforth.

Clirs queried why the
proposed new garage was in front of the building line of the existing garages. They
were also concerned about the lack of dimensions on the plans, distances to
adjoining properties and the boundary of the site being omitted. There was also
uncertainty as to whether the hedge at the back at the site was to be removed and
replaced with a timber fence.

It was proposed by Clir Pincombe that the HPC response to CEC would be that it
could not make an informed comment about the proposal, due to a lack of
information. The Clerk was instructed to make reference to the position of the
garage and the uncertainty concerning the hedge, in the covering letter to CEC.
